a) Peacebuilding context:

Alter tie 1996 Peace Accords, demands for advasicing the rule of law have slowly progrcsseci
Corruption embedded within governmental and economic structures is bemg unveiled,
investigated and prosecuted, but high levels of impunity related to women’s humen rights
violations prevail. feeding conflict to post-contlict SGBV continuum, and hampering women’s
full enjoyment of their fundamenial righis and freedoms, and their equal participation in the
public spheres. .

Duspite the adoption of ksy laws such as the Law against Femicide and other Forms of
Violence Against Women {2008), and the oreation of specialized mechanisis t0 itrvestigate,
prosecute and {ry these crimes (2010), the International Commission against Impunity in
CGuatemala (CHCIG) veports 98 and 99% finpunity rates related to fomicide and other forms of
violence against women respectively (2015)%. 1.742 femicides and violent deaths against
womer, aind 58,677 cases of viclenee against women were denounead fo the Public Prosecutor
in 2015. 3,822 pirls under 14 years of age were reported pregnant in 2015 by the Sexual and
Reproductive Health Observatory. The Association of Public Transportation Widows
(AVITRANS) reports that, due io the escalation of vielénce related to sxiortions, “theit
members have reachad 800 widows and 150 wives of disabled public transportaiion drivers
{2015).

Advacates for women's rights have documented the links between today’s fernicidal violence
with, the wnaddressed human rights violstions apgainst women during the internal armed
conflict. Recopnizing an under registration, the Historical Clarification Commission (CEH) set
up in the aftermath of the conflict found that sexual violence was widespresd during the 36
years of conflict, but it was only specified in 2.38% of the total registered human rights
violations, 9% of the sexual violence wes committed ageinst women and 80% against
indigenous Mayan women. From the 285 of 1,465 women’s human rights violations
denounced at that time that could be decumented, 23 % involved arbitrary executions; 23 % to
torture; 12% forced disappearance; 21% depravatlon of liberty; 49% forced displacement, and
99% of them included rape. Further investigations have confirmed that sexual violence against
women and girls was perpetrated before, during and after the massacres®. Accotding 1o the
CEH repotts’, 50,000 widows and 500,000 orphans, 200,000 killings, 45,000 disappearances,
and 1.5 million refugees and internally displaced were the legacy of the internal armed conflict.

As a tesult of the strong lsadership and maobilization of women in building the “everlesting
peace”, the Guatemalan Peacs Accords are amongst the two in the region that contain (28)
commitinents {o advance womes rights. including the establishment of the Natichal Women’s
Forum and the Office for the Defense of Indigenous Women. These gxperiences fed the
construction f the UN Security Council Resolution 1325 and the adopiion of the UNHCR
Five Commituents to Refuges Women®. However, their equal participation in the political and
public spheres continues fo be denied. Only 13% of congresspersons are women and 1.8%
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iﬂdi'g'eﬂous WOmED. Tﬁéi‘e is a sirong and explicit oppusition to the proposals for paritv in the

The pioneer ‘Women’s Historical Mginories Festivals and ifs Huchucteriaiigo Political
Declarition oii the Dignity of Waomen Survivors of Sexuil Violenee broke the silence and
positioned sexual violence against women in the public agenda (2008-2015). Commemorating
1325510 anniversary, the senfence of the First Internatictial Couiit of Consdience on Sexual
Violence agaiist Women in Guatemala (2(10) sanctioned the: lack of due diligence to
invéstigate and prosecute sexual crimes and the absence of preventive policies as a State’s
. permissive and impunity message!®, Cases presenwd motivated the fatercst of justice officials
to enhange institutional capacities for women's aceess to justice aml reparation, paving the way

for further investigaticns.

Since the establishment of its Human Rights Division (2005), the capacities: of the Public
Prasecutor’s Office to. ifivestigate and prosecaf®. gross human rights violations commitied
during the internal armed conilict bave déveloped slgniﬁcantly, inclading: capacmes to
investigate and try cases of sexual and gender-based violence {SGBV) agamst women in the
context of the conilict. : '

The Office for the Defense of Indigenous Women (DEMI in Spanish), has adopted,a.culturally
a,nd lingtiisticfaﬂy partinent attentibn‘model to 'reroncE to indigenous wornen’s human rights
violetice ag_amst indigenous women and gitls, DEMI ha:. adopted amethodology of cormmimnity
social dizlogues, whi_ch includes monographic invesiigation, communiiarian organization. and
community-based pasticipatory diagnosis, planning and implementation. However, challenges
remain great vis g vis DEMI's and other justice scetor institutions’ capacity to address conflict
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and post-corflict related women human rights violations, including the prevailing racism and
. discrimination against indigenous women.

[t an effort to expedite the slow implemeniation of the Peace Accords, the Natjfonal Council
on the Peace Accords (CNAP in Spanish) and the National Women's Forum — the largest
mobilization of wainen from all linguistic communities of the countty — have signed an
agreement to increase and enhance women’s participation in the menitoring of Peace Accords
implementation and thetr pariicipstion in peace building, and the Intor-Institutiona! Table on
Worien, Peace and Security (MIMPAZ) has been ostablished o advance the Global Women
Peace and Security Agenda,

UNDP, UNFPA, OHCHR and UN Women have supported these initiatives, potentiating
women'’s leadership in peace building and their sctions to advance gender and ethnic equality,
the ruie of law, and State reforms. Under the PBF Priority Plan 2011-2015 technical assistance,
expert mentoring and specialized training was provided to support this capacity building
process, through the Gender Promotion Initiative | “1325: Asverting the rights of women
survivors of conflict cnd post-conflict related svxual violence™ and the PBF Transitional Justice
Project “Suppart to e consolidation of the right i tiuth, justice, repuration and meosures of
von-repetition fr victims of the interncd armted conflict in Guaremale”, Guidelines,
investigation tools and training modules were developed and are being implemented for the
collection, organization, and use of testimonial, documentary, and expert witness evidence.
“The participation and suppoit to Prosecutors by civil parties in he Sepur Zarco, Achi, El Jute
and Ixil ceses was also ensured, enabling the investigations to progress more rapidly. The
provision of fegal snd psycho-social assistance to the women survivers in the 4 cases to initiate
or consolidate a process of ampowerment supported them to avercome emotional traumas and
increase their active and informed participation.

Evidencing the Prosecutors” and civil paities® sirengthened capacity to effectively try SGBY
conflict-reiated cases, {n the February 2016 breakthrough bepur Zarco case judginent two
former members of the Guatemalan military were convicted of erimes against humanity for the
rape, sexval and doinestic enslavement, and degrading and humiliating treatment of 15
indigenous Maya-(J’eqehi women from the Sepur Zarco village in the early 1980°s. This
judgment also included individuat and collective reparations measures for the women and their
communities. The other three cases supported by PBF are in the final stages of the investigation
process. Ending impunity in thess cases is gencrating expectations among victims and greater
trust in the justice system &s a puarantor of rights.

Confidence emerged through the GPI-supporfed psychosocial atiention for wutnen survivors,
the wotl of women’s peace builder's networks, and DEMI's groundwork, not only to demand
justics for conflict crimes suffered, but t6 participate in demanding broader rights, particularly
at the community level. This confidence is spreading to others, as more women in difterent
parts of Guatemala are comiag forward to demand their rights.

The Inter-Institutional Toble on Women, Peace and Security (MIMPAY) - coinprised by some
14 State instances — bas developed a 1325 NAP project that organizes interventions to comply
with 1325 and rekited UN Security Council Resolutions into a cohetent and compreliensive
plan that incorporates the voices and proposals of women survivors of conflict-related sexual
violance consulted with GI'V's suppors.

This proposal’s inovative actions will scale up and potentiate these advances,

Howeve, as forensic actions
needed for cases to progress iy very costly, the amounis provided to ‘women’s access to
trunsitional justice require complementary funding, UN Women has had a Women, Peace and
Security programme in Guatemela sinve 2005, Since the downsizing of Spanish cooperation
in 2008, financing for this programme has been exiremely scaice.

¢} Rationale for this IRF:

Afier 20 years of the signature of the Peace Accords. the historic Sepur Zarco decision, the
expanding process of empowerment of BGBV victims, and the strong leadership of women
peace builders which challenges patriarchal and androcentric structares, provide a unigue
opportunity to condolidate the process and scale it up, Should women's efforts for a
rescheduling. of Peace Accords succued, the 1325 NAP is approved, if addifional cascs are
successfully teken to trial and more women feel empowered by the process, participate. and

. seek iniegral and transformative repacations measures, then conditions for strengthening the
ride of law and peace building are enhanced,

From the beachmark 1323 Resolution in 2000 through its subsaquant resolutions on women,
peace and security, the UN Security Ceuncil has stressed the need to profect women and giris
from sexual and gender-based violencs, end related impunity, and poteatiate women’s role in
peace building. The Global Woen, Peace and Security Agenda was potentiated by the
CEDAW Committee General Recommendations 30 on wonien in confiict prevention, conftict
and post-conflict situations. As the regional consultation to elaborate this vecommeridation was
made in Guatemala, thore is a sense of appropriation both by women from civil society as well
as State perties. The previous GPT has been pivotal to disserninate and support actions for the
application of these powetful instruments, Womean have used the WPS Global Agenda to
deinzed their participation in decision making and in state reform indtfatives.

Overcoming enirenchied impunity, cnsuring women’s participaiion and advancing their rights
to a life free of violence present complex challenges which reguire time and constancy to
overcome. Progress has been made, to which PBF has contributed by providing targeted
fimding and technical support within the framework of broader justice programming. 1t is
crifical that the momentum created by this progress is taken, consolidating and expanding the
support to both Prosecutors and women survivors, and that the potential for contribiting to
more structural transformations is maximized by enhancing their leadership and supporting
theii efforts to consolidate multilevel networls,

Efforis of the justice systems to enhauce their service provision through mechanisms to support
victims have proven o be eifective. However, as levels of viokence against women have not
decreasad, the nomber of denounces become unmanageable, siretching the capacities of quality
and timaly delivery of services fur women breaking silence. An junovative and culiurally
pertinent approach that responds to international women’s human righis standards and de-
naturalize violence against women is required to address both conflict and post-conflict sexual
and gender-based violence against woamen,




In censudtations for the design of this proposal, state and ron-state partners recognized that this
initiative can make a difference through the planned multilevel catalytic interventions, which
combine strengthening of institutional capacities and potentiating women*$ leadmshlpm peace
bmldmg, the rule. of law and statc reform,, concentratmg efforts in the empowcrment of
their orﬂamzatlona! capacities and actions to involve local authuntles in prevcntmn and
response measures, and promoting the implementation of the Peace Accords’ commiftments
towards wornen.
