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After a decade of conflict, the Doha Document for Peace in Darfur (DDPD) was
signed in Doha in July 2011.The DarfurDevelopment Strategy (DDS) was
endorsed in April 2013 by Government partners and the international
community led by the State of Qatar.The DDS offers a sequenced, coordinated and
holistic plan for equitable, sustainable and participatory development. The
Foundational and Short-Term (FaST) activities are the initial and immediate actions
that kick start the longer term objectives of the DDS.The FaST activities of the DDS,
supported by the Qatar Fund for Development (QFFD) through the United
Nations Fund for Recovery, Reconstruction and Development in Darfur (UNDF), have
three immediate objectives:

To build confidence in a future based on pease stability

To reduce dependency on humanitarian aid

To create real alternatives for young men and women through education
and livelihoods to prevent the return to violent conflict
